“Aircraft of Historical Significance” Tuolumne County Tax Exemption Fact Sheet for Pine
Mountain Lake Owners (as of 2008):

o Applies to Aircraft 35 years and older — (1973 and eatrlier). Aircraft cannot be for
sale or used for “general transportation”.

¢ Must file an application for exemption each year ($35.00) - First deadline is by
2/15. If filing between 2/16 and 8/1, you will receive an 80% reduction in the tax.
No filing allowed after 8/1/08. Stipulations apply when applying for the first time.

¢ Aircraft must be displayed at least 12 times during the year. It is not necessary to
display all 12 times before filing if you are filing for the first time.

e Aircraft must be displayed for 4 hours each day displayed.
o Alog of display days must be kept and submitted to the county.

e Display days must be publicly announced. This requirement is being arranged for
PMLAA based aircraft. The announcement for PMLAA Airport day in the local
papers met this requirement for the June display day. Pat Helling set up
announcements in GA News for the remainder of the year.

¢ Pine Mountain Lake will have its monthly display days on the 3 Saturday of the
month. The dates for the remainder of 2008 are June 21 (Airport Day), July 19,
August 16, September 27 (4t Saturday), October 18, November 15, December
20. Times are from 9:00 am to 1 pm each display day.

¢ Mariposa schedules its display day on the first Saturday of the month. Many
events at Columbia qualify — for example 3 days credit can be obtained during
Father’s Day Fly-in if you are displaying all 3 days.
